The waters off Southern China were a favoured hunting ground for pirates in the eighteenth and nineteenth
centuries. Jinghai fenji Y& 55T (History of the Pirates who infested the China Sea, from 1807 to 1810), written by
Yuan Yonglun =7k 4% in 1830, depicts the pirate scourge in this period, including a vivid narration of Zhang Baozai
R{R{¥, a pirate lord who operated in the waters around Hong Kong in the early nineteenth century. He was so
powerful that at one stage he controlled an armada of pirate vessels and some 30,000 troops. An extraordinary 18m
long, ink-painting scroll entitled Pacifying the South China Sea ¥5/& % [El, at the Hong Kong Maritime Museum.
